
Shaping the Industry – In-house 
roto-molding sets Mytee ® apart 
from competitors
What do Mytee® products have in common with orange traffic cones and pink lawn flamingos? Many of them 
have been roto-molded. Short for rotational molding, roto-molding is a popular method of creating products 
made of a variety of materials. The worldwide favorite is polyethylene, which is what we use to build our 
extractor and airmover bodies, as well as a number of other products. 

We start by filling hollow molds with polyethylene powder. “Mytee® ice blue” and black are used for our stan-
dard machines, and special-ordered custom colors are available in a variety of hues. 

The molds are bolted tightly together on a loading platform. Next, they are placed in an oven on a fixed 
carousel machine that rotates them slowly, allowing the powder to soften, melt and stick to the inner walls. 
Continuous rotation keeps the thickness uniform. They are then moved into a cooler where they harden, and 
into a “shower,” where water allows them to be handled by machine operators. 

At the unloading platform, the molds are opened. The finished, hardened units are placed on a conveyer 
belt, where they travel to our assembly line to become part of the products you use everyday. 

Mytee® is one of the few manufacturers in the industry that makes its own roto-molded parts. These days, 
most companies outsource the work, some to other countries. 

“We began doing our own roto-molding five years ago,” said Vice President Paul LaBarbera, “and have 
found it to be more cost effective for us and, in turn, for our customers. We haven’t had a price increase for 
years, and the turnaround time to fill orders is also much faster. It also gives us more control over the quality 
of our products.”

The roto-molding process turns a fine colored powder to a hard, durable, dent-resistant material that will last 
for years. At Mytee®, it’s just one more way we deliver quality and economy to our customers.

When it comes to flood extraction, two vacuum motors are definitely better than one! 
That’s the idea behind our new 7000DX Flood Hog™, an upgrade of our 7000 model. 
We’ve added a second, 3-stage vacuum motor, which doubles the CFM from 115 to 230. 
We’ve also increased the water lift to 144”. Both improvements mean increased water 
suction for faster dry times.

You’ll also get sustained leak-free suction. Each vacuum motor is powered by one of two 
power cords, but the 7000DX can also run on a single cord, providing 115 CFM. A check 
valve built into the unit closes the non-running motor and prevents air leaks, maintaining 
full suction by the operating motor.

Another plus to the 7000DX Flood Hog™ is the addition of the Lint Hog™, our exclusive, 
stainless-steel mesh filter that captures debris before it reaches the pump impeller, 
preventing damage, downtime and costly repairs. It’s mounted on top of the extractor, so 
it’s easy to reach, remove and clean.

We’ve kept the features that have made the original 7000 Flood Hog™ a top-seller, 
including a maximum discharge rate of 70 GPM. And these accessories are still included: 
an adjustable flood wand with a scalloped head for carpets, a squeegee head for hard 
surfaces, and two 25’ hoses – one for intake and one for discharge.

Roto-molding operator Raul Carrera 
pours the powder into a mold for what 
will become a modular shelf.

Raul fastens the top of the mold before it 
is placed in the oven.

Airmover molds are pulled from the oven. Operator Julian Blandon removes the 
finished airmover body from the mold.

A cool dish that won’t heat up the kitchen!

Ingredients:
8 ounces cream cheese, softened
1/3 cup sugar
1 cup sour cream
2 teaspoons pure vanilla extract
8 ounces prepared whipped topping, thawed
1 prepared graham cracker piecrust (6 ounces)
1 pound fresh strawberries, hulled and halved, lengthwise

Preparation:
Beat the cream cheese until smooth with an electric mixer. 
Gradually beat in the sugar. Beat in the sour cream and vanilla 
until just combined. Fold in the whipped topping. Scrape the 
mixture into the piecrust. Save any leftover mixture to decora-
tively pipe onto the top of the pie. Chill in the refrigerator for 
four hours.

After chilled, starting in the center, arrange the strawberries in a circular pattern. Pipe with extra filling,
if desired.
